Practice Hospitality





Two thoughts occur to me when  think of Paul telling the church in Rome to “Share with God’s people who are in need. Practice hospitality.” Romans 12:13


Practice can indicates that it doesn’t come naturally.


Hospitality is a characteristic of someone who belongs to Jesus.





We don’t like to practice things which we are not committed to. Just ask any kid who is taking piano lessons. But then I remember two guys in my youth group who were totally committed to having a band. The problem was neither of them was very musical. But that didn’t stop them from practicing all the time. And I do mean all the time. You know, they are musical now and they do have that band.





And then comes that word HOSPITALITY. Sometimes we rely on the Ms Congeniality’s of our circle of friends to be responsible for what we interpret as hospitality. But friends it is a lot more than lemonade and cookies. Leading up to this verse in chapter 12, Paul commands us Christians to present our bodies as living sacrifices.





Living Sacrifices. We are asked to lay aside our needs for the benefit of others. We are commanded to love like Jesus loves. In the ancient world, the practice of hospitality meant graciously receiving an alienated person into one’s land, home, or community and providing for that person’s needs. Hospitality was a life-saving act of kindness. We know Jesus fed 5,000, he washed feet, and finally offered himself in our place on the cross.





Christians now serve as co-hosts with Jesus to a world consisting of those who are excluded, hungry, lonely, and without basic needs of clothing and shelter;





Lets keep practicing. Lets band together. Lets continue to offer life-saving hospitality!
