Then I was reminded that this is only a glimpse of the joy we will experience in our Father's house..."it’s a big, big house with lots and lots of room"( Audio Adrenalin) 


Vic Pentz , the pastor at Peachtree Presbyterian was in the news a couple of weeks ago for a radical statement he made from the pulpit. He said that anyone who had a baby they could not care for was welcomed and encouraged to bring that child to the church. He promised he would find a good home for that child. Their church is capable and willing to do this because of their concern for children.


Our passion is that everyone would know there is a place for them in their father's house. Many folks have not felt at home in church. Our job is to put out the welcome sign, wow folks with holy hospitality, and be the hands and feet of Jesus.
